By end 2007: Governorate Elections. Delayed. These depend on the passage of the law (see above).

By end 2007: Approve the Hydrocarbon Law. Delayed. This law is still being discussed in the CoR.

By end 2007: Approve the Deba'athification Law. Approved This law was approved under a different title – the Accountability and Justice Law

By end 2007: Approve a Law concerning the authorities

of the Governorate Councils.

By end 2007: Approve a Law concerning the Flag,

Emblem and National Anthem.

Indirect amendments took place through a PM’s order stating that 3 of the militia’s files are closed, but the

CoR has not received a draft law to close those files legally (there are 7 militias in Iraq recognised by CPA

Order #91; only the files of 3 militias –Badr’s organisation, Dawa Party’s militia and Alwafeq movement-

were closed by the PM’s order. The order has not yet been endorsed by CoR.
